· Don't leave water running unnecessarily. 

· Consider a five minute shower instead of a bath (13 gallons of water saved).

· Bathe in a tub less than half filled with water (10-15 gallons saved). 

· Fill sink basin with water when shaving instead of letting water run continuously (about 3 gallons saved). 

· Turn off water when brushing teeth. 
· Make sure water faucets are completely turned off. 
· Save your soap wrapper and take your used bar home. 
· Use hair dryers on "low" setting to save and energy and protect your hair. 

· Turn off all lights when leaving room. 

· Close curtains when leaving room to alleviate energy use needed to keep room cool. 
 “Green” travel tips
· Before you leave home, adjust the thermostats on your air conditioning unit and hot water heater.
· Unplug appliances. They can use energy even when off. . 
· Carry a dry cleaning or grocery bag with you for dirty laundry.
· Pack a permanent marker for marking disposable cups and a low energy night light to use instead of the bathroom overhead. 
· If the hotel provides complimentary newspapers, take it to the lobby for another reader. Ask the hotel to see that it's recycled.
· Avoid Styrofoam. 
· Pick up at least one piece of litter every day, especially in locations which attract tourists. “
